Testing modalities 22 

that provide the best ability to sanction a violation as close 23 

in time as reasonably feasible to the occurrence of the 24 

violation should be given preference. Nothing in this paragraph 25 

precludes a court from ordering an ignition interlock device as 26 

a testing modality.
